
A Ribbon Class

Spring will be in the air as you make a delightful pleated daffodil 
out of French wired ribbon.  You will gain the knowledge to 
transform flat ribbons into a three dimensional ruffled confec-
tion. Among the techniques you will learn will be ruching for the 
calyx, a 6 petal ‘U’ gather flower for the base and how to gather 
and form the pleated ribbon into a cup.  And if there is time how 
to make a beaded tassel cascading from the end of the calyx.
 Depending on whether you decide to make the Small or Large 
Daffodil, the versatile flower pattern can be finished to turn your 
daffodil into a brooch, pin cushion, attached to a crazy quilt or 
project or even a drip catcher sitting jauntily on the spout of a teapot.

	 o Embroidery or Sharp sewing scissors   
	 o Scissors to cut French wire-edged ribbon,  
	 o Needles (I like Milliners needles best),  
	 o Straight pins (longer ones with ball head – like quilters pins - easiest to work with)
